 A grade of 77% or above is required to pass this course.
 Course Objective
Through this course, students will gain several skills:
1) Increase/improve your quantitative literacy.
2) Provide you with an opportunity to experience mathematics as an intellectual exercise and a way of thinking.
3) Provide you with an opportunity to appreciate the visual and intellectual beauty of mathematics.
 Course Design (course rationale)
Through selection of assignments, quizzes and exams students will become familiar and competent in basic mathematical skills and rules. 
 Attendance Policy

 Grading Policy
